Proving their mettle in the field of academics the students of Nankana Sahib Public School Gill Parkexcelled in XII annual results
declared by CBSE. The school achieved excellent results . Jashanpreet Kaur, a student of Commerce stream succeeded in bagging third
position in the city with 98.8 percentile in Commerce stream. However Gurleen Kaur of the same stream remained second in school
with 96 % and Harkirat Singh with 95.2% marks remained third. However fourth and fifth position was scored by Maninder Kaur
with 94.8% and Manveer Kaur with 94.6% marks respectively.

However in Arts stream, Harkeerat Singh succeeded in scoring first place with 97.2% marks. The second position was Taani with
96.6% and third place was gained by Kohinoorjit Singh with 96 % marks.
