PAU) expert in Food Technology, Dr Gurdit Singh (Assistant Professor PAU) expert in Cryptography and 
Network security,  Dr Gurwinder Kaur(Associate Professor RIMT University) expert in Agriculture (Plant 
Pathology), Engineer Brahmjeet Singh( Associate Professor,  RIMT University) expert in Structural 
Engineering. 
The budding scientists decked up their stations with innovative displays and exhibits. Vying with each other 
the competitors gave a tough competition to each other and fascinated visitors.  The main theme of the 
Regional Science exhibition is Science and Technology for a Sustainable Future. There were seven sub-
themes for both the categories. The sub theme of Food, Health and Hygiene witnessed 18 models, Transport 
and communication had 18models,  Natural farming had 12. The sub-theme of Disaster management had 
15, Mathematical Modeling and Computational Thinking had 16. As many as 22 models were registered 
under the sub- theme of Waste Management and for Resource Management 23 models.

Box: Take from Ignited minds: 
Having travelled from far flung areas of Punjab students were bubbling with enthusiasm of learning and 
making others learn something from them. 
Japsidak Singh and Ekam Dadra both class IX students from Innocent Heart School Loharan district 
Jalandhar were there with their model on River Revival 
They said, "We prepared it in one month and it took about 1800 rupees to prepare it. The aim of our 
project is to reduce manpower and to save time consumed in cleaning the rivers." 
However Geetansh Sharma, a class X student from Army Public School Jalandhar said," I prepared a model 
on the Road Temperature Regulation system for about one and half months. It's my own idea and I'm 
looking forward to winning a position." 
The enthusiastic duo Cylvia and Pratibha, both class IX students from Bright Land School, Amritsar who had 
prepared a model on Maglev Trains said," We reached here in three hours from Amritsar. Had there been 
the Maglev trains we could have reached it in less than 30 minutes." 



 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Explaining the model on Automated Aeroponic Farming, Ruhaan and Akshit, both students of class X 
Sacred Heart Convent Sarabha Nagar Ludhiana said, "From ideation to practicality it is an outcome of 
two weeks.  This modem is about soil-less farming. Farming is done through water only and upto 90 
percent water gets saved." 
Sharing their knowledge about Organic Farming Mechanical shader and moisture controller, Garv a class 
X student and Pratham of XI Non-Medical from BVM Senior Secondary School Udham Singh Nagar said, 
"It is sustainable and reduces Labour input. It also automates shading and watering of plants." 
 Two girl students Harshita Sharma and Ramandeep Kaur both of XI from Anand Sagar Academy 
Bathinda came all the way from Malwa region with their model on Waste Management said, "Feeling a 
bit nervous but expect to learn something new.” 
 On the concluding day

to former Chief Minister Sardar Prakash Singh Badal and is presently member of  School Managing 
Committee and  of Nankana Sahib Public Trust  was the chief guest of the concluding day.
